Wildlife Management Coordinator, Airfield Operations Duty Manager

To perform wildlife control duties on the airfield including both birds and mammals, ensuing that the risk to aviation and the wider operation of the airfield and its surrounds is mitigated as far as reasonably practicable.

This department operates on a shift work basis during daylight hours with shifts varying in duration and is solo working with most of the shift based in a vehicle. These shifts vary in length with no guaranteed pattern but ordinarily commence at dawn and finish at dusk including weekend and bank holiday working. 
It is essential for the position that you have a full driving licence, good colour perception and currently hold or can hold firearm certifications. 
Personnel must be prepared and available to remain at work at the end of a shift if the situation demands.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. The daily control and mitigation of wildlife activities operations in line with regulator, customer and company requirements:

· Using a variety of techniques, maintain airside active control to reduce the attractive value an airfield provides to wildlife. 
· In line with procedures disperse wildlife from the airside environment.
· Record all activities undertaken and wildlife seen using electronic data collection platforms. 

· Maintain comprehensive communication with Air Traffic Control and other aerodrome safety stakeholders.

· Contribute to the aerodrome safety programme by sharing your expertise, experience and ideas with the Wildlife Management Coordinator 
2. As directed participating in the airfield maintenance programme:
· Carrying out airfield inspections including on the runway and other airfield related duties.
· Escorting airfield contractors and visitors.
3. As directed participating in unusual and emergency situations:

· Taking a role in the airfield adverse weather procedures including those for “Low Visibility” and the “Snowplan” 
· Taking a role in coordination and communication within the airport emergency response plan  .
This job description outlines the duties required for the time being to indicate the level of responsibility. It is not a comprehensive or exclusive list and duties may be varied from time to time, which do not change the general character of the job or the level of responsibility.
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
